Then I rolled my sleeves up and got to work.”  Georgantzis founded his company and hired specialist staff specifically to develop a product to support bidirectional integration. Despite coming up against an unexpected level of complexity – in those days, SAP R/3 Version 3.1 did not include the range of interfaces available in today’s SAP systems – Georgantzis and his team officially launched the product in early 2000. 
In the eight years since then, TPG PSLink has gone from strength to strength. It was initially tailored to the Microsoft Project Server in such a way that all necessary synchronization processes could be scheduled to run in the background. TPG then expanded the product’s configuration options and implemented its permissions system. The third generation appeared in 2004 and was notable for the inclusion of multiple use cases, especially those relating to financial controlling. The current generation of TPG PSLink – the fourth – has been available since late 2006. It enables customers to integrate Microsoft Project Server 2003 or 2007 with as many SAP systems as they require, as well as with external databases. 
Today, the product’s maturity and flexible configuration options enable TPG to carry out implementations at record speed and save its customers considerable time and money compared to custom-programmed solutions. TPG PSLink meets the needs of all of a company’s project management staff and helps them leverage even more value from their SAP and Microsoft Project systems.
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“When I look back over the last ten years and think of all our delighted customers around the globe, I know all our hard work has been worth it!” comments Stavros Georgantzis. “TPG PSLink is a proven and reliable solution that generates tangible value for our customers. And that’s really something to celebrate.”
